These biologically active agents are 
derived from arachidonic acid and include prostaglandins, leukotrienes and 
thromboxanes. Eicosanoids have complex contributions to physiology, trigger 
inflammation and are implicated in a number of widespread disease conditions including 



rheumatoid arthritis, cardiovascular disease, central nervous system disorders/pain, 
diabetes, obesity, asthma, metabolic syndrome and cancer.
